- 70 lbs. of food from the Food Bank 
 
Each $25 will purchase: 
- 38 dozen eggs, protein for hungry families, or 
- 3 months of supplies for our Preschool class, or 
- back-to-school supplies for 5 children 
 
Each $50 will purchase: 
- enough fabric for 9 moms to sew a child's outfit, or 
- notebooks for 18 students in our English classes, or 
- 356 lbs. of food from the Food Bank 
 
Each $100 will purchase:  
- cough and cold medicine for 25 children, or  
- fabric for 40 throw pillows which could be sold for 
necessary income by our sewing students, or  
-rain ponchos for 35 individuals (many used plastic 
garbage bags as covering last Winter)

- textbooks for 18 students in our English classes, or  
- warm winter blankets for 28 people, or 
- 1month of electricity for our warehouse freezers
